FINANCIAL GRANT PROGRAMPRIVATE 

Guidelines for Applicants
Funding will be considered only for those projects, which can benefit Deaf and hearing impaired persons.

Consideration will be given only to those projects, which have a demonstrated potential to further the stated aims and objectives of the Deafness Foundation.

These are as follows:

*
To promote communication and understanding between all agencies and individuals involved in the       
field of hearing impairment
*
To provide financial and other assistance to people with hearing impairment and to organizations             
working in the field of hearing impairment
*
To promote research into all aspects of hearing impairment and its prevention and into the needs of         
people with hearing impairment
*
To acquire and publish information and to undertake community education programs about hearing         
impairment, its prevention and the needs of persons with hearing impairment
*
To work in conjunction with other state, national and international organizations with similar       

            
objectives
*
To represent the interests of people with hearing impairment at individual, community, municipal,   

            semi-government and government (both state and federal) levels
*
To raise funds to support the activities of the Foundation
*
To maintain and administrative structure to support the activities of the Foundation.

Other criteria, which may result in grant applications receiving positive consideration include:

*
That the project is innovative and not a request for recurrent funding of an established program

*
The demonstrated inability of a meritorious project to attract funding from alternative sources
*
The project has clearly defined goals, achievable in a clearly specified time, usually not more than two years
*
The project has clearly defined, inbuilt assessment criteria, by which progress can be monitored and reported
*
That the organisation applying for the grant has a proven ability to manage funds. (The ability to supply an ABN number would be an advantage)
*
Consideration of applications received after cut off date will be deferred until the following year
*
It is important that costs be established accurately in the original grant application. The Grants Committee will not look kindly on grants where cost estimates have to be revised upwards.

Ineligibility


Funding will not be available for:

*
Requests for repairs and maintenance of buildings, plant and equipment unless such repairs and maintenance are required specifically for an approved project and are included in its overall budget

*
Requests for purchase of equipment, unless its purchase is indispensable to the furtherance of an approved project and the equipment is not available through alternative funding eg. educational, medical, scientific.

*
Salaries of permanent members of the organisation’s staff and use of amenities unless such expenses are incurred specifically for an approved project and are included in its overall budget.

*
Scholarships or travel.

*
Sports or sports teams

*
Office supplies

Conditions

It is a condition of any grant that:

*
Progress reports, comprising a synopsis, of preferably one typed page, shall be forwarded to the Foundation no later than July, describing the project's current status, results obtained and any variations from the original intention when the application was made.   Each report should be accompanied by a statement of expenditure.

*
A detailed final report to the satisfaction of the Foundation shall be submitted at the end of the project.

*
At the completion of the project, the Foundation may request the return of any unspent portion of the grant.

Procedures
*
Complete the standard application form.

*
Each application shall be approved and signed by the senior person of the organisation and shall include the names of two independent referees who can attest to the value of the project. In respect of all eligible applications the referees will be approached by the Foundation.

*
If money allocated for what was originally approved is not spent for any reason, the money must be returned to the Deafness Foundation.
*
Decisions of the Board of Management, based on recommendations of the Grants Committee, will be promulgated in November.   Each application will be judged on its merits, general worthiness and perceived benefit to Deaf and hearing impaired people on an overall Australian basis without regard to State.
